Prize for the winner in the category filmscore

One day with the WDR Radio Orchestra

The winner gets the chance to record up to 7 minutes of his own compositions with the Radio Orchestra of the Western German Radio. The score has to be sent to the office of SoundTrack_Cologne within 6 months after SoundTrack_Cologne 8.0. The WDR will copy the score into the instrumental parts and take over the duplication in order to enable the piece to be performed. The recording session has to be finished within one year after SoundTrack_Cologne 8.0, the recorded piece will be presented at SoundTrack_Cologne 9.0 in November 2012. 
This prize is realised in cooperation with the WDR, the WDR Radio Orchestra and the WDR mediagroup.


Prizes for the winner in the category sounddesign

A two day final mix down for a short film up to a length of 45 minutes in a famous German sound studio including the Dolby Digital License. The winner is asked to realize his/her new film project within one year after STC 8.0 to present the result at SoundTrack_Cologne 9.0 in November 2012. 
This prize is realised in cooperation with Dolby.

A) QUALIFICATION 

1 | To join the European Talent Competition in the categories film music composition and sound design you have to be 

a) an active student in the field of sound design / sound and/or composition at an European film and/or music school 

or 

b) a creative in the field of sound design and / or composition/music and not older than 30 years 


2 | You are asked to attend SoundTrack_Cologne 8.0 from November 3 to 6, 2011 to discuss your contribution within the European University Meeting. All finalists are asked to meet directors and producers in an extra event during STC 8.0 who will discuss the contributions together with the competitors.




B) APPLICATION 

Your application for the SoundTrack_Cologne 8.0 competition will only be processed if 

a) you fill in the Application Form correctly and fully in English. 

b) you study in the areas of editing, sound design, sound, composing, music or you are not older than 30 years 

c) you have sent in a complete application containing your vita and photography 

d) you have read and accepted our participation conditions and the students' set of rules as stated below. 



C) SET OF RULES – updated for STC 8.0!!! Please read carefully!!!

there are no rules - except: 

1. Create your own world of sounds! 

2. Create your own world of music! 

3. Create your own "audiosphere" in relation to the visual world of the film.


4. No compilation or usage of archived music is allowed! Of course the usage of SFX and sample sound libraries is allowed!


5. Composer and sounddesigner have to work together as a team- musical composition and sound design will be judged as two creative arts that complement one another in a significant and distinctive way. Of course musical elements and those of sound design can take over the function of each other. Sounddesigner and composer automatically will join the competition in the disciplines “Sounddesign” and “Filmscore”.
6. Even if the Prize will be a recording session with a symphonic Orchestra that does not mean that the Jury will prefer orchestral works! Find the sounds and music that show your creativity, give the jury an impression of your special musical character. Convince them by being a distinctive composer!

7. Send your work together with your curriculum vitae and photography of yourself.

10. File formats for the audio files: wavefile, 16bit, 44.1 Khz.

11. For the competition screening we are going to synchronize the audio files with the picture. To be save please set a beep on the audio file exactly at the same position were you find the beep in the quicktime – 2” in front of the first image.
12. You have to integrate the dialogue track that can be found on our homepage after your application.
